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nally getting longer!  Now is a good 
time to finish cutting back all the 
leftover perennials from last sum-
mer, and pruning the shrubs (such as 
roses) that do not bloom in the 
spring on old wood.

Whatõs on YOUR  mind?  

A member posed the question last month about the two schools 

of thought as far as running your pond pump in the winter, or 

disconnecting it and storing it until warmer weather. There are 

many variables to consider, such as external bio-filters, UV lights 

and other fragile plastic pieces can t be kept outside and 

should be disconnected and placed inside.  If you do run your 

pump all winter, make sure to keep it below the freeze level and 

check your water level regularly because evaporation still occurs 

even during the cold winter months.  Because of the wide range 

of equipment with a wide range of product specifications, the 

best advice is to ask a professional ( or customer service at the 

manufacturer )  about your specific pump and filter. Hope this 

has helped!

Ā  What is the best way to provide an 

opening on the pond surface?  

There are several ways of maintaining 

an opening on the frozen pond's sur-

face. However, never use physical force 

to break an opening in the ice. Fish are 

very sensitive to vibrations and hitting 

the ice can stun or severely injure fish. 

Thermostatically controlled de-icers are 

the ideal method. They are easy to use, 

energy-efficient, and maintain an open-

ing in the ice, even in below zero tem-

peratures. Keep in mind that de-icers 

are not water heaters and are not de-

signed to raise the water temperature of 

the entire pond. They are designed to 

maintain an opening in the ice to allow 

proper gas exchange. 

How large an area do I need to keep 

open? Even a small hole will support 

oxygen and gas exchange. You do not 

need, nor should you expect, to keep 

large areas of your pond open even in 

frigid northern zones.   - Dr Smith and
